Rights and obligations of foreign citizens and stateless persons
The right to medical care of foreign citizens residing and staying in the territory of the
Russian Federation is established by the legislation of the Russian Federation and relevant
international treaties of the Russian Federation. Stateless persons permanently residing in



the Russian Federation enjoy the right to medical care on an equal basis with citizens of the
Russian Federation, unless otherwise provided by international treaties of the Russian
Federation. The procedure for providing medical care to foreign citizens is determined by
the Government of the Russian Federation.

Having applied for medical help to the State Medical Institution of the RO "SP" in
Rostov-on-Don, a foreign citizen has the right:
 for the provision of emergency medical care free of charge and for the provision of
emergency and planned medical care on a free or paid basis;
» receiving medical care in accordance with the procedures for providing medical care and
on the basis of standards of medical care;
* qualified provision of both paid and free (within the framework of the Territorial Program
of state guarantees of free provision of medical care to citizens) primary health care
according to the profile "Dentistry";
* to receive information in a form accessible to him (orally at the registry, as well as on
information stands and counters located in the lobby), including information and
telecommunications network "Internet" (hereinafter referred to as the "Internet") about a
medical organization, about its medical activities, about the time doctors' appointments,
about the possibility of calling a doctor at home, about the procedure for making an
appointment and about doctors, about their level of education and qualifications;
« for prevention, diagnosis, treatment, medical care in conditions that meet sanitary and
hygienic requirements;
* to receive consultations from specialist doctors;
» for the relief of pain associated with the disease and (or) medical intervention, available
methods and medications;
* informed voluntary consent to medical intervention, as well as refusal of it
* to receive information in an accessible form from the attending physician, the head of the
department or another specialist directly involved in the examination and treatment about
their rights and obligations, the state of their health;
» the choice of persons to whom health information can be transmitted in the interests of the
patient;
* to keep secret information about the fact of seeking medical help, about the state of health,
diagnosis and other information obtained during his examination and treatment;
* to get acquainted with the medical documentation reflecting the state of his health, and to
get advice on it from other specialists.

When applying for medical help in the State Medical Institution of the RO "SP" in
Rostov-on-Don, a foreign citizen, a stateless person must:
* observe the working hours of the Institution;
* to show a friendly and polite attitude to other patients, to observe the order of priority, to
allow persons who have the right to extraordinary medical care in accordance with the
current legislation;



« treat medical personnel with respect;

* not to take actions that may violate the rights of other patients and employees of the
Institution;

* to show a friendly and polite attitude to other patients, to observe the order of priority, to
allow persons who have the right to extraordinary medical care in accordance with the
current legislation;

» treat medical personnel with respect;

* not to take actions that may violate the rights of other patients and employees of the
Institution;

» fire safety requirements;

» sanitary and epidemiological regime;

« follow the instructions of the attending physician;

* cooperate with the attending physician at all stages of medical care;

* provide the attending physician with reliable information and complete information about
the state of health: about allergic manifestations or individual intolerance to medicines,
about all previously transferred and currently existing diseases, medications taken, about
simultaneous treatment with other specialists and the implementation of their
recommendations;

» cooperate with the doctor at all stages of medical care;

* sign an informed consent for medical intervention or a written refusal of it;

» visit polyclinic units and offices in accordance with the established schedule of their work;
» when entering the polyclinic, put shoe covers on shoes, leave outerwear in the wardrobe;

» comply with the legislation on the prohibition of tobacco smoking and the use of alcoholic
beverages in medical institutions;

« take care of the property of the institution;
